# Panels/Illustrations: 





-3 points for correct number of each

-2 points for correct number of panels, but missing illustrations, or vice versa

-1 point for incorrect number of panels and illustrations

-0 points if less than half of required number

# Sentences: 

-12 points – read description on previous page

-10 points – correct number of sentences, but a couple extra grammatical errors

-8 points – incorrect number of sentences (8+), many grammatical errors

-6 points – incorrect number of sentences (half the requirement), many grammatical errors

-4 points – too many grammatical errors, affects comprehension

-0 points – less than half of the required # of sentences, grammar is not on the expected level

Use of additional vocabulary/grammar:

-3 points – project is enriched by a wide variety of vocabulary words, topics, and impressive grammar, including unit 8.1 vocab
-2 points – several “extras” are present

-1 point – 1-2 “extras” present

-0 points – no extra vocabulary/grammar is used

Colorful/neat:

-2 points – project is enhanced by the use of color and neatness – looks carefully created

Alternatives to the description of the assignment:


-can create a comic strip about someone else’s daily routine, can be about a character, animal, actor, etc.


-can make a flip book with a different “panel” on each page (as opposed to the 10-12 panels on ONE comic strip page)





Eye Contact:


-1 point: eye contact is made while presenting


-0 points: no eye contact made





Volume:


	-1 point: volume is loud and clear


	-0 point: too quiet, unclear





Pronunciation:


-3 points: pronunciation demonstrates that student has practiced the presentation


-2 points: a few mistakes in pronunciation, but mostly understandable


-1 point: many errors in pronunciation, some remains clear


-0 points: many errors in pronunciation, hinders our understanding





Use of poster:


-1 point: student uses poster while presenting, such as to point to pictures, but NOT to read from the poster


-0 points: student does not use poster to aid in presentation, or reads directly from the poster
